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Leonid Veiaminovich Leites

(To the 70th birthday)
Doctor of science Leonid Veniaminovich Leites is one of prominent specialist in Russian Electrical Engineering and transformer construction, and well-known scientist in the field of research of electromagnetic processes.

In 1955, he graduated with distinction from the electromechanical faculty of Moscow Power Institute, specializing in electrical machines and equipment.

For the next ten years, he worked at Moscow transformer plant, developing new transformers and reactors and producing many methodological materials that are still in use. While working at the plant, Leites successfully submitted a candidate’s dissertation on the development and creating of original powerful toroidal reactors.

Since 1965, Leites has worked for the All-Russia Electrical Technology Institute (VEI) during 30 years. He has made enormous contributions to the development of many types of transformers and reactors for transmissions 500-, 750-, and 1150-kV ac, and 1500-kV dc, autotransformers, converter, furnace and other transformers. Leites participation was seemed especially in development and researches for creating new perspective equipment (transformers with non-planar core, transformers and reactors using super-conductivity, controlled reactors).  Always Leites placed his emphasis on practical problems experienced by transformer plants in Moscow, Zaporozhye, Yekaterinburg, Biribidzhan, Tol’yatti, Minsk, Yerevan, Chirchik, Khmelnitski.
While working for VEI, Leites completed defended his doctoral dissertation. He is author of more than 100 scientific publications, inventions and monographs. His monograph Electromagnetic Calculations of Transformers and Reactors (Energiya, 1981) become a manual for scientists and engineers. It presents a modern scientific interpretation of the most important electromagnetic processes in electro-magnetic devices equipment, summarizes long-term researches of author and other experts in the field of transformer construction. During last decades no such books were published in Russia and all over the world.  It is possible its actuality and originality will remain many years else.
L.V.Leites is a bright representative of the Moscow school of Electrical Engineering. During all his work, as a disciple and follower well-known electrical engineers G.N.Petrov, A.I.Dolginov, G.S.Spuv, S.I.Rabinovitch, E.A.Mankin, I.S.Nayashkov, he propagandizes, advocates rigorous strict scientific approach, encompassing clear understanding of the physical phenomena, clarity and brevity of exposition, and accurate concreteness of recommendations. He has trained tens of scientists and engineers, devoting much time to them.

L.V.Leites took an active part and effective cooperation in science magazines, especially in Elektrichestvo; he was its author and reviewer (critic) many years.
